Full USFS Memberships

Senior Member — for skaters 18 to 54 years old. Senior Members receive all the benefits of Kingsgate
Skating Club, in addition to the privileges authorized in the USFS Constitution. Senior Members have voting
privileges and can hold office.

Junior Member — for skaters under 18 years old. Junior Members receive all the benefits of Kingsgate
Skating Club, in addition to the privileges authorized in the USFS Constitution, with the exception of voting
or holding office. Junior Members are required to have a parent join the Kingsgate Skating Club.

Plus 55 Member — for skaters 55 years and older. Plus 55 Members receive all the benefits of Senior
Members, with reduced membership dues.

Adult Recreational Skater — for skaters 18 years and older who do not want to take USFS tests. Adult
Recreational Skaters receive all the benefits of Kingsgate Skating Club, in addition to the privileges
authorized in the USFS Constitution, with the exception of taking tests. Adult Recreational Skaters have
voting privileges and can hold office. Adult Recreational Skaters who wish to start testing can upgrade to
Senior Member.

Non-Skating Parent — for non-skating parents of Junior Members. The benefits are voting privileges and
holding office.

Basic Skills USFS Memberships

Basic Skills Member — for skaters in Basic 1-8 and Freeskate 1-6 who want to skate during Freestyle skating
sessions. This is a limited membership — the only benefits are discounted punch cards for ice time and
participation in in-house and non-qualifying competitions, ice shows and other events. Minors do not need
a parent to join.

Other Memberships

Professional Club Member — for coaches who derive an income from skating and teach private students.
Coaches must go through the USFS coach registration process and receive the “green light” before applying
for membership.

Associate Member — for full USFS members of another club who would like to enjoy some benefits of
Kingsgate Skating Club. Associate Members receive discounted punch cards for ice time and pay home club
test fees. Associate Members cannot vote. Minors do not need an adult family member to join.

Transfer Member — for skaters who transfer from another USFS club during the skating year. The
membership will be held pending confirmation from U.S. Figure Skating of the skater’s good standing in
their current club. Contact the Kingsgate Skating Club Membership Chair for a Transfer Form. After the
transfer is complete, Transfer Members have all the benefits of a full member, including voting privileges
and holding office.
